Has contracted with WOODRUFF ENERGY (Gas Supplier) – a qualified supplier pursuant to Public Service Electric and Gas Company’s (Public Service) Rate Schedule FT-S – to deliver natural gas to Public Service for subsequent redelivery to the customer at the above service address under the terms of either RATE SCHEDULE FT-GS or FT-LV, as applicable.

It is understood and agreed that:

1. The customer shall take and pay for the service in accordance with RATE SCHEDULE RT-GS or FT-LV, as applicable, and the Standard Terms and Conditions of Public Service’s Tariff for Gas Service.

2. The customer’s period of service shall begin upon commencement of deliveries by Public Service and shall expire on year thereafter.  This term will be extended for additional one-year period unless the customer notifies Public Service in writing no less than ninety (90) days prior to such expiration date, or extension thereof, of its intention not to renew.  Customers who desire to return to sales service prior to the expiration of the initial one-year terms shall be supplied Emergency Sales Service by Public Service for the remainder of the term.  If within sixty (60) days of the conclusion of the initial one-year term the customer desires to return to sales service, the customer has a one-time right to elect to be serviced by RATE SCHEDULE CS-GS OR CS-LV.  However, any time after the initial one-year term, the customers may choose to return to sales service under RATE SCHEDULE MPGS.

3. In the event the customer’s Gas Supplier defaults on its supply obligation, or if Public Service cannot confirm that the customer has an eligible gas supplier, Public Service will immediately notify the customer that for the balance of the current month, the customer will be billed Emergency Sales Service.  This Emergency Sales Service, which is described in the rate schedules, is based upon Public Service’s highest cost of gas purchased during that month, and its cost may be significantly higher than the gas cost provided by any gas supplier.

4. There is an Administrative Fee of $53.57 per account for switching from Sales Service to transportation.  This fee will be billed to the customer on the customer’s next Public Service bill.
